Arise Worship Nights give attendees an 
opportunity to encounter Christ through 
dynamic preaching, praise and worship 
music, Reconciliation and Eucharistic 
Adoration.

These evenings of worship are free to 
attend, two-hour events offered four 
times a year across Southeastern 
Wisconsin using the last monstrance 
blessed by Saint John Paul II.

Our goal is to bring Catholics together 
and foster a personal relationship 
with Christ through intimate prayer 
experiences of God’s love.

How much does it cost to host an How much does it cost to host an 
Arise Worship Night?Arise Worship Night?
The cost to host is $4,000* split 50/50 
with Arise Milwaukee, with the parish 
paying $2,000. This covers production 
equipment, musicians, gas cards for 
priests and the hospitality to end the 
evening. *Cost subject to change.

If the parish is unable to pay, we have 
donors who can help cover the cost.

We need host sites on a Friday or 
Saturday night in winter, spring and fall.

It is a joint effort between Arise 
Milwaukee and the host parish to 
market each Arise Worship Night.
